The item will be included in the Follow-Up Log on the Consent Calendar at the subsequent regular
meeting, at which the Commission will have the opportunity to approve the addition by motion.
Should an item necessitate more expediency, a commissioner may take the log off the consent
agenda during that item and make it a discussion item. The commissioner may offer an addition for
immediate consideration and approval by motion. The motion would need to reflect that it is being
approved as revised during the meeting. Under either scenario, additions to, and approval of, the
Follow-Up Log happen during the public meeting in accordance with the Brown Act.
